Out of Bounds - is defined by WHITE stakes
and boundary fences.

Obstructions - Include all roads, bridges,
artificial stairways, cart paths, irrigation
devices, distance markers, staked trees and
ESA fences on #4 & #5.

Water & Lateral Water Hazards - are
marked by YELLOW and RED stakes and/or
paint respectively. Such stakes and lines are
considered in the hazard.

Environmental Sensitive Areas (ESA) -
Defined by white stakes with green tops
and wooden fences around oak trees on
holes #4 and #5. Play of ball is prohibited
from these areas. Relief to be taken in
accordance with “Ground under Repair”.

Drop Areas - A Drop Area has been provided on
hole #12 for a ball in the lateral water hazard.
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Pace of Play - In the interest of all players,
please adhere to our 4 hours and 20 minutes
pace of play. Golf course representatives
may ask you to pick up your ball and pro-
ceed to the next tee if your group falls
behind one complete hole.

Cellular Phones, Beepers, Walkmans, or
Other Electronic Equipment — should not be
used in any manner that may disrupt play
for you or your fellow golfers.
